today's market. [&hellip;] We are pioneering new territory in the developing netbook arena
by being the first vendor to give customers high quality video and entertainment capabilities
in a netbook with optional NVIDIA ION graphics."

Rene Haas, general manager, Notebook GPUs, NVIDIA, had a few words to add, "NVIDIA
ION graphics help deliver the same features found in premium PCs at lower price points
and new form factors. [&hellip;] With enhanced graphics, the Lenovo IdeaPad S12 netbook
is perfect for watching movies, playing popular games like Spore, flipping through vacation
pictures or enhancing family videos."
