[&hellip;] but the end product is entirely worth it and we know that it will blow the GPS tracking industry wide
open to almost any asset of value. The tracking of motor vehicles will no longer be the industry standard."

It comes with an RF beacon that allows you to track your device even inside buildings, a new GSM location
technology, which permits GPS-like accuracy whenever a map of the area is available, as well as functioning
as a GPS tracking device. It will be made available in July and is said to be priced fairly, yet competitively
with other such products.
