Tom Dickens, SPYRUS Chief Operating Officer added that "for the first time in history, NSA
has approved a personal USB memory device that every DoD or Federal employee and
contractor can purchase to protect tactical data at the SECRET level and below, without the
burden of Type-1 security paperwork and controls."
